                    ARE YOU INCLUDED IN THE FIRE DISTRICT?

How do I know if my property is “included” in the Fire District?  The best way is to access the Park County Assessor Data Base through the internet (or look at your last county tax bill). If your property has the number 0020 in the Tax Area column, you are “included” in the District.  If the Tax Area column has the number 0004 your property is “excluded”.  If you do not have access to the internet you may call the Guffey Fire Department at 719-689-9479 for help.

If “excluded”, how do I become “included”?   A notarized “PETITION FOR INCLUSION OF LAND” with a full legal description must be completed and submitted to the Fire District.  Fire District personnel can assist you with this form submission if needed.
Your full legal description can be printed from the Park County Assessor website and then it can be attached to your “PETITION” as Exhibit “A”.  Or you can attach a copy of your last tax bill as Exhibit “A”.  Your completed, signed and notarized form (and Exhibit “A”) should be mailed to:
